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We hypothesized that one of the essential elements of an ideal class is active student participation. To

test this, we conducted surveys and interviews. Our survey revealed two key findings. First, whether

students are willing to participate actively significantly affects their understanding of the material.

Second, there are notable differences in students’ preferred types of classes. Therefore, we suggest

that class organization based on students’ preferred lesson styles could be an effective method for

enhancing learning outcomes.
